





Section 4, On receiving said application, the Township
Clerk shall immediately transmit the same to the Township Zoning
Inspector who shall promptly investigate and prepare a report
regarding the moral character and record of the applicant and any
other matters pertinent to the issuance of the license, including
but not limited to the suitability of the proposed site for the
operation of said business and necessity for, and extent of, fencing
of such site to conform with requirements of Section 5(b) as
hereinafter set forth, Upon receiving such report, with the appli-
cation attached, the Township Clerk shall submit the same to the
Townshlip Board for its consideration. Upon the approval of the
Township Board, the tender of all license fees and bonds required
and the performance of any and all requirements directed to be
done by the licensee by the Township Board, the license shall be
issued by the Township Clerk.

Section 5. Sald Jjunk yard or business of a Junk dealer,
above defined, shall be conducted subject to the following standards

and requirements:

(a) No portion of any yard used in conjunction with said
business shall be located nearer than 40 rods from the right-of-
way line of any primary road nor nearer than 10 rods from all other
roads, nor shall any fence used to contain said junk yard, as
hereinafter required, be located hearer than 10 feet from the
property line of adjacent owners unless such prohibifion is waived
as hereinafter provided with respect to such fence.

(b) Any yard used in conjunction with said business shall
be shielded from the view of any person traveling upon a public
right-of-way or any person upon the premises of an adjoining resi-
dence, if any, unless this requirement is waived bg the owners of
such residence, by a solid fence of wood or metal feet high and
maintained in a sightly and painted condition, free of posted hand-
bills or advertising other than the name and character of the busi-
ness of the owner thereof in letters not exceeding 4 inches wide
and 12 inches high, provided, however, that the front of any such
yard shall be fenced as herein indicated and the rear and sides of
such yard, or either of them, shall be so fenced irrespective of
the consent of adjacent owners whenever, from the investigation of the
Zoning 'Inspeétor, it would appear that due to the terrain or for
any other reason such yard would be unsightly unless so fenced,

(¢) It shall be so conducted as not to create a nuisance
by reason of excessive nolse, dlsagreeable odors, smoke, or fumes,
and no rubbish dump shall be operated or permitted in conjunctlon
therewith.

(d) No loads of iron or other heavy materials may be
loaded or unloaded in an excessively noisy manner, heavy sorting
take place, or break-up hammers be used between the hours of 9:00
P.M. and 7:00 A.M, Excessive burning of rubber or other substance
tending to pollute the air shall not be permitted, and any fires
lighted or maintained upon sald premises shall be limited to the
business hours above mentioned and within such Hours permitted,

" only when the wind conditions are such as not to create a nulisance

to adjacent or nearby property owners.



(e) All adjoining streets, sidewalks, alleys, or rights-
of-way, public or private, shall be kept free of obstruction caused
by the maintenance of said business at said location.

(£) No Jjunk dealer or yard knowlngly shall receive or
take junk or.any other article covered by these rules, regulations
and conditions, by purchase or otherwise, from any minor under 18
years of age, except paper or rags, without sald minor's parent's
or guardian's written consent, nor from any intoxicated person,
nor from any person known by a reputation or suspected of being a
thief or an assoclate of thieves.

(g) Every Jjunk dealer or yard operator shall keep a
record of the name, address, age, and, when possible, the llcense
number of any vehlcle used by any person, firm, or corporation
selling to or buying from him any of the following items: Copper,
copper wire, brass, tin, car batteries, nickel, lead, and aluminum,
He shall take such ldentification from an official source such as
driver's license, license plate, Soclal Security card, or other
similar source, Such records and the premises of every Junk dealer
shall be open to the inspection of all police, fire, and health
officials of the Township of Alamo at all reasonable hours.

In addition, any such llcensee shall, at least once each month,
prepare and mail to the Commissioner of the Department of Safety
at East Lansing, Michigan, a sworn statement of all purchases
made by sald licensee,

(h) Said junk dealer shall maintain the premises used
so that rats, vermin and all other hazards to health are kept to
a reasonable minimum and under control at all times, and he shall
comply promptly with all requests and directives of the Director
of the County Health Depariment.

(1) Said business shall be conducted at all times in
compliance._with the ordinances of the Township of Alamo and the
laws of the State of Michigan.-

Section 6. Any license issued hereunder shall be subject
to revocation by sald Township Board upon the failure to conduct
saild business in conformity with any of the rules, regulatlons or
conditions herein contalned and the laws of the State of Michigan,
or 1f any of the statements in the said application are found to be
false, or if 65 per cent of the freeholders residing in said Town-
ship within a radius of one mile from the place of said business
petitlion said Township Board therefor,

Before any such llicense shall be revoked, the Township
Board shall notify such licensee in writing of the complaint against
him and shall set a time and place for the licensee to be heard
with respect to such complaint, which hearing shall be held not
less than 10 nor more than 20 days from the date of the notifiecation
of such licensee,

The vlolation of any of the rules, regulations or provi-
slons as set forth herein 1s hereby deemed a nuisance and such
violation, in addition to the other means of enforcement of said
ordinance as set forth herein, shall constitute a basis for injunc-
tive relief and, at the option of the Township Board, said Board
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may proceed to obtain an injunction requiring any person to
cease and desist from the activity claimed to be in violation of
the rules, regulations and provisions herein set forth.,

The Townshlip Board may delegate to any committee or de-
partment it deems advisable the enforcement of these rules, regula-
tions and conditions, and the provisions herein with respect to
revocation of any such license and injunctive relief shall be
enforceable in addition to the penalty provisions as hereafter set
forth and at the option of the Township Board, or any committee
to whom the enforcement of these rules, regulations and conditions
has been delegated.

Section 7. Any license issued hereunder shall automatically
expire on the followlng June 30th, and the conduct of any business
under said license shall immedliately cease upon sald date unless
and until a new license has been secured in accordance with the
provisions hereof.

Section 8. If any section, sub-section, clause or phrase
of this Resolution for any reason shall be held void, such decision
shall not affect the remaining provislions hereof,

Section 9. Any person, firm, association or corporation
which shall operate such an establishment without a license, or
shall violate any rule, regulation or condition herein set forth
shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor and, upon conviction thereof,
shall be punished by a fine not exceeding One Hundred Dollaxrs §$100.00)
or by imprisonment in the County Jail not to exceed ninety (90
%g?sa ortby both such fine and imprisonment in the discretion of

e Court.

Sectlion 10. All ordinances or parts of ordinances in
conflict herewith are hereby repealed.
